Arbeitman lab post-processing protocol for Aldehyde slides 

April 2006

(Modified from Nunc protocol)

Etch back of slides with diamond pen and put into a metal slide rack. 


Fill up five glass dishes with MQ water and have in the hood near the shaker.

Make up blocking solution:

Dissolve 1g sodium borohydride powder (try to avoid the chunks) into

400mls filter-sterile 1X PBS. 

Add 100 mls of 100% EtOH (small glass bottles) to solution. 

Pour this solution into the glass dish marked EtOH and immerse the slides in it.  

Shake in hood for 5 minutes vigorously (put the lid on the glass dish to avoid spills).

Move into 1st water dish for 2 minutes. 

Wash each time for 2 minutes for a total of 5 washes.


Spin dry in table top centrifuge at room temp (23 degrees) for 2 minutes on kimwipes, then wipe down inside of centrifuge and spin for additional 5 minutes to completely dry the slides.

Dispose of the sodium borohydride solution in the haz waste.


Store slides in the ozone box.
